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SETTING THE PHASE OF THE MOON

Warning: Do not change the phase of the moon while the watch shows a time between 11:00 and 3:00.
The mechanisms automatically engage to advance the moon at midnight
and any manual intervention between 11:00 and 3:00 may damage the watch.

If necessary, set the hands to show a time after 3:00 (see SETTING THE TIME),
set the phase of the moon and then reset the time.
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Please note: Use only the stylus provided to press the pushbutton.
Any other implement might damage the pushbutton.
The moon advances one day each time you press the pushbutton.

To bring the moon to the right phase, first advance the moon by pressing the pushbutton
until the moon appears full in the aperture.
Then press the pushbutton once for each day since the last full moon.

Each Jean Dunand watch is individually made to the highest standards
of manufacture, and has been thoroughly tested before delivery.

The Tourbillon Orbital watch is designed for daily wear and to run continuously.
However, it is not suitable for any activity that might subject it to violent shocks.

Like any high-precision machinery, the movement of the watch needs regular cleaning,
oiling and adjusting. We recommend you have it serviced every three years
to ensure its indefinite operation and lasting value.

The Tourbillon Orbital watch can only be serviced or repaired in the workshops
of Christophe Claret SA. Intervention on the watch by any other person will
invalidate Jean Dunand’s guarantee.

If your watch needs service or repair, please return it to the authorized retailer where you bought
it or to WPW S.A. in Geneva, with its valid warranty certificate.
If you send your watch by post or courier, please ensure it is securely packaged, fully insured,
and accompanied by its warranty certificate.
